making a miter cut, sandpaper, how to use a pad sander, selecting a proper finish
and selecting and caring for a brush.

2) To develop life skills which include organize by category, planning and
organizing, relating to others, decision making, communicating with others,
selecting an alternative; making the best choice and how to create your best
image.

This will help you complete your record sheet and record book at the end of
the 4-H year.
Attend all wood and tools project meetings to learn more about your project.

Enter project materials or demonstrations in the county, district, and state contests.
For completion of the project, complete the record sheet and turn in a county record book
to your local Extension Agent.

e Attend project days or events to listen to featured experts in the field, or to work on your
project with others.

e Give demonstrations or illustrated talks about the different components of woodworking and
tools.
e Give a prepared speech or demonstration about woodworking tools safety to your club or

school.
e Help others prepare a speech or demonstration related to the wood and tools project.
