YQCA Certification Will Now Be Required for All Junior Market Animals & 
Jr. Replacement Dairy Heifers  

 
Any exhibitor entering a Junior Market Show or the Junior Replacement Dairy 
Heifer Show at the New Mexico State Fair is required to take the YQCA test and 

receive their YQCA Certificate of Completion.  
 

The YQCA otherwise known as the YOUTH FOR QUALITY CARE OF 
ANIMALS is multi species assurance program. Visit: http://yqca.org/ to obtain 

your certification if you have not already done so.  
This will replace Market Certification Forms that were required in the past. If 
an exhibitor has already received their YQCA Certification, they can upload 

their certificate with their entry.  
 

All exhibitors will have to upload YQCA certificate with their entry online.
